Public health officials
want you to protect your-
self and your family
against pandemic flu.
Here are some ways to
stop the spread of germs
and sickness:

e Keep children who
are sick at
send them to school.

e Teach your children
to wash hands a lot with
soap and water for at
least 20 seconds. Be sure
to set a good example by
doing this yourself.

e Teach your children
to cover coughs and
sneezes with tissues or
by coughing into the in-
side of the elbow. Be
sure to set a good exam-
ple by doing this your-
self.

e People who are sick
should stay home from
work or school and stay
away from other people
until they are better.

e Stay away from shop-
ping malls, movie thea-
ters or other places
where there are large
groups of people.
